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Section 9.316 Injunctive relief.
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Legidation: Senate Bill 109 - 124th General Assembly

(A) A person that islikely to be damaged by aviolation of section 9.315 of the Revised Code may
commence acivil action for injunctive relief against the public authority, and the court of common
pleasinvolved in that action may grant injunctive relief based on the principles of equity and on the
terms that the court considers reasonable. Proof of monetary damage or loss of profitsis not required
in acivil action commenced under this division.

(B) The court may award reasonable attorney's fees and court costs to the prevailing party in acivil
action authorized by division (A) of this section.
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
