(A) Any driver who holds a commercial driver's license issued by this state and is convicted in

another state or a foreign jurisdiction of violating any law or ordinance relating to motor vehicle

traffic control, other than a parking violation, shall provide written notice of that conviction within

thirty days after the date of conviction to the bureau of motor vehicles and to  the driver's employer

in accordance with the provisions of 49 C.F.R. 383, subpart C, as amended.

 

(B) Whoever violates this section is guilty of a misdemeanor of the first degree.
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
