Rule 109:2-9-08 Attendance.

(A) Attendance shall be required of each individual at all sessions of the school.

 

(B)  The commander shall be responsible for maintaining an accurate record of attendance for each

person attending training. The commander shall forward such records to the executive director.

 

(C)  No person convicted of a felony shall be permitted to attend any portion of a training school

approved by the executive director unless a request is made to the executive director from the chief

executive officer of the appointing agency. Should the executive director refuse to grant the request,

the executive director shall notify the person in writing of his denial and shall advise the person that

he or she may request a hearing before the commission as provided in sections 119.06 and 119.07 of

the Revised Code. The commission shall conduct the hearing as required by sections 119.01 to

119.13 of the Revised Code.
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
