(A) The areas listed in this chapter  under the jurisdiction, supervision, custody, or control of the

division upon  which hunting and trapping are permitted according to the rules herein provided  are

hereby designated as "public hunting areas."

 

(B) No person shall hunt or trap within  any area on a public hunting area posted or marked with

signs showing "No  Hunting," "Safety Zone - No Hunting," "No Trapping,"  or "No Hunting and No

Trapping."

 

(C) No person shall hunt within any area  on a public hunting area posted or marked with a sign

stating "No Hunting,  Trapping Only" or "No Hunting, Trapping Permitted."

 

(D) No person may use bait capable of luring, enticing, or  attracting wild birds or deer by means of

distributing, placing, or scattering  salt, grain, or other feed whatsoever for hunting or any other

purpose.
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
