(A) The reclamation commission may order a party to file a response to any request, allegation,

averment, or argument made by another party in a notice of appeal or other document filed with the

commission. The response ordered may be either a counter-argument or an admission or denial of

averments, or other response.

 

(B) Unless the commission orders otherwise, the party ordered to file a response pursuant to this rule

shall have ten days from the issuance of the commission's order to make such filing.

 

(C) Failure to respond as ordered may be treated as a failure to appear at hearing.
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
