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(A) Restoration services are provided to correct or substantially modify within a reasonable period of
time, a physical or mental condition that constitutes a substantial impediment to employment.
Restoration services shall be provided only if the condition is stable or slowly progressive; or if the
condition is not stable or lowly progressive, only when the restoration is provided under trial work
experiences.

(B) OOD shall not provide the following restoration services:

(1) Abortion;

(2) Experimental surgery and/or medical equipment;

(3) Sterilization;

(4) Transplants of vital organs other than kidneys; or

(5) Transsexual surgery or any ancillary procedures associated with, or leading up to such surgery.
