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(A) Pursuant to Chapter 2923. of the Revised Code, it isacriminal offenseto carry on their person a
firearm, explosive device, firework, deadly weapon, dangerous or illegal weapon, or hazardous
material, concealed or otherwise, on college-owned or controlled property. If an individual observes
another with any of the above, they shall notify the campus police department and provide the
following information:

(1) Name

(2) Location (be specific)

(3) Nature of problem (be specific)

(4) Description of victim and/or assailant (be specific)

(B) Individuals are permitted to transport aloaded, concealed handgun in a motor vehicle only if it
iscarried inone of the three following ways.

(1) In aholster on your person that isin plain sight. Plain sight means clearly visible or unobstructed.
(2) Inaclosed, locked glove compartment.
(3) Inacasethatisin plain sight and that is locked.

(C) Anyone found in violation shall be subject to arrest, criminal prosecution and disciplinary action
by the college.
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
