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Ohio Administrative Code 
Rule 3358:5-13-19 Weapons Policy. 
Effective: February 20, 2024
 
 

(A) Pursuant to Chapter 2923. of the  Revised Code and consistent with college policy, except as set

forth herein and  otherwise by applicable law, concealed handguns, deadly weapons, firearms,

handguns, explosive devices, incendiary devices, dangerous ordinance,  fireworks, weapons or

hazardous materials are not permitted on college-owned or  controlled property.

 

(B) Carrying a concealed handgun is not permitted on  college-owned or controlled property.

Carrying a concealed handgun, deadly  weapons, firearms, handguns, explosive devices, incendiary

devices, dangerous  ordinance, fireworks, weapons or hazardous materials may constitute a crime. 

 

(C) If an individual observes another with any of the  above-identified weapons, devices or

dangerous ordinances, they shall notify  the campus police department and provide the following

information:

 

(1) Name

 

(2) Location (be specific)

 

(3) Nature of problem (be specific)

 

(4) Description of person(s) involved (be	 specific)

 

(D) Pursuant to and consistent with Ohio law, firearms  transported in lawfully parked vehicles by

holders of concealed carry permits  may not be removed from the vehicle. Firearms kept in lawfully

parked vehicles  while the licensee is not present must be locked within the trunk, glove box or  other

enclosed compartment or container within the vehicle.

 

(E) Anyone found in violation of this policy may be subject  to arrest, criminal prosecution and/or

disciplinary action by the college, as  appropriate.
