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(A) Thisrule shall set forth the reportable quantities for the discharge and release of oil and crude oil
as defined in paragraphs (AA) and (SS) of rule 3750-1-01 of the Administrative Code from afacility
asfollows:

(2) The reportable quantity for the discharge of oil including crude oil into or upon navigable waters
isany amount which causes a film or sheen upon or discoloration of the surface of the waters or
cause a sludge or emulsion to be deposited beneath the surface of the waters.

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (A)(3) of thisrule, the reportable quantity for the release of ail
into the environment, excluding navigable waters, is an amount of twenty-five gallons or more.

(3) The reportable quantity for the release of crude oil from an oil and gas extraction storage facility
as defined in paragraph (BB) of rule 3750-1-01 of the Administrative Code into the environment,
excluding navigable waters, is an amount of two hundred ten gallons (five barrels) or more. As used
in this paragraph, abarrel is equal to forty-two United States gallons.
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
