In the event that a horse should die on the premises of a permit holder or elsewhere, the commission

veterinarian or the state judge may order an autopsy to be performed on said horse for the purpose of

ascertaining the cause of death. In the event that such autopsy is ordered, the cost thereof shall be

borne by the commission.

 

In the event that a horse should die on the premises of a permit holder, said horse may not be

removed from the premises without first obtaining permission to remove the horse, either from the

commission veterinarian or the state judge.
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
