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No horse may be permitted to race in this state unless the owner, trainer, assistant trainer and jockey
shall have been granted a current license by the commission or shall have made application for a
license accompanied by the proper fee as prescribed in rule 3769-2-24 of the Administrative Code
and which application shall not have been rejected. It shall be the duty of the racing secretary to
enforce thisrule. In thoroughbred racing no horse shall be permitted to start unlessit is saddled by a
licensed trainer.
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
