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Division (G) of section 4112.05 of the Revised Codeauthorizes civil penalties up to fifty thousand
dollars when there is findingof unlawful discrimination in housing. The purpose of an award of
civilpenaltiesisto deter unlawful conduct in the future.

It isthe policy of the commission that civilpenalties are appropriate whenever a respondent engages
in intentionaldiscrimination. The amount of punitive damages to be awarded depends on
thecircumstances of each case. The commission will look at the nature of therespondent's conduct,
the respondent's prior history ofdiscrimination, respondent's size and profitability,
respondent'scooperation or lack of cooperation during the investigation of the charge andthe effect
respondent's actions had on the complainant.

The fact that an unlawful discriminatory act wascommitted by an agent, as opposed to a principal,
shall not affect the amountof civil penalties.
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
