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(A)  A program must meet and maintain the requirements set forth in this chapter in order to

maintain approval by the board.

 

(B) The board shall evaluate whether a program is meeting and maintaining the requirements of this

chapter, and shall determine a program's approval status in accordance with this chapter. The board

shall have the authority to review all documents retained by the program that are required by this

chapter.

 

(C) Failure to meet and maintain a requirement of this chapter shall be considered noncompliance

and may affect a program's approval status, upon action by the board in accordance with rule 4723-

5-04 of the Administrative Code.

 

(D) If a representative of the board fails to conduct a survey visit of a program with full approval, as

set forth in rule 4723-5-06 of the Administrative Code, before the approval period expires, the board

shall issue a notice to the administrator of the program extending full approval status until a

representative of the board conducts a survey visit and the board takes action on the program's

approval status.
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
