(A) Except for e-filed documents, every notice, motion, petition, complaint, brief, memorandum, or

other paper filed by any person shall be signed by that person or by his or her attorney but need not

be verified unless specifically required by law or by the board. Persons who e-file documents shall

use "/s/" followed by their name to indicate a signature or an electronic signature where applicable.

 

(B) Each application for a certificate shall include a statement, signed by a person having authority

with respect thereto, and having knowledge of the matters presented in the certificate application of

the company submitting such document, that the statements set forth in the document are true and

correct to the best of his/her knowledge, information, and belief.
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
