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(A) The JFS 04022 "Notice of Medical Determination and a Right to a State Hearing," or an Ohio
department of medicaid (ODM) approved equivalent will be mailed or personally delivered to the

individual and authorized representative in the following situations:

(1) When, astheresult of apreadmission review for long-term care, the local agency receives an
authorization of alevel of care that assigns a noninstitutional level of care, or alevel of carethat is
different from the specific level of care certified by the individual's physician, the local agency will
send notice to the individual and authorized representative, with a copy of the noticefiled in the
individual's case record.

Notice is not required when the assigned level of careisdifferent from the level of care certified by
theindividua's physician, but the individual is or will be placed in afacility with dual certification to
provide the assigned level of care.

(2) When arequest for prior authorization for additional hospital stays, visits, or therapeutic leave
days beyond thirty days for a medicaid individual with adevelopmental disability level of careis
denied, the local agency will send the noticeto the individual and authorized representative, with a
copy of the noticefiled in the individual's case record.

(3) When areview agency denies or modifies arequest for precertification of a hospital admission or
medical procedure, the review agency will send the notice to the individual and authorized
representative, with a copy of the notice sent to thelocal agency.

(B) The notice will contain:

(2) A clear and understandable statement of the decision and the reasons for it.

(2) Citations of the applicable regulations.
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(3) An explanation of the individual's right to and the method of obtaining a state hearing.

(4) A telephone number to call about free legal services.
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
