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The director shall determine an applicant'sresponsibility and competency by first computing the
applicant's netassets in accordance with rule 5501:2-3-01 of the Administrative Code. Next,the
director shall grant the applicant types of work for which the applicant isresponsible and competent
in accordance with rule 5501:2-3-04 of theAdministrative Code. Finally, the net assets will be
multiplied by a factorbetween one and ten with ten being the maximum rating, with the resultant
totalrepresenting the dollar bidding capacity or bidder's qualification amount.The multiplying factor
the applicant receives will be determined by averagingthe total scores received in the previous
calendar year from its evaluations.If the applicant has not completed work for the department, the
applicant willreceive the maximum rating of eight. If the applicant has performed work forthe
department, but not in the previous calendar year, the applicant willreceive its most recent rating.
Each contractor will receive an evaluation foreach project for which it has performed work. In the
event it isamultipleyear project, an evaluation will be completed yearly.
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
