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The areaslisted in thisrule are declared to be regulated areas where the pest is known to exist at a
level which poses arisk of spreading the pest to non-infested areas of Ohio and other states:

(A) Tate township, Clermont county;

(B) Portions of East Fork state park within Tate and Batavia townships and south of William H.
Harsha Lake and Back Run rd;

(C) All public lands in Williamsburg township south of Clover rd. from where Clover rd. ends at
Harshalake following a line due west to the closest point that intersects the boundary of Tate
township and Williamsburg township; and

(D) Additional regulated areas may be designated as quarantined by the Ohio department of

agriculture pursuant to section 927.71 of the Revised Code. Detailed maps of the most current
regulated areas can be found by visiting the department’'s website: www.agri.ohio.gov.
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
