The attorney general may appoint specia counsel to represent the state in connection with all claims
of whatsoever nature which are certified to the attorney general for collection under any law or
which the attorney general is authorized to collect.

Such special counsel shall be paid for their services from funds collected by them in an amount
approved by the attorney general.

The attorney general shall provide to the special counsel appointed to represent the statein
connection with claims arising out of Chapters 5733., 5739., 5741., and 5747. of the Revised Code
the official letterhead stationery of the attorney general. The special counsel shall use the letterhead
stationery, but only in connection with the collection of such claims arising out of those taxes.
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
