Whenever it appears that a person is violating or about to violate section 1333.92 of the Revised
Code, the attorney general may bring an action in the court of common pleas to enjoin the violation.
Upon a proper showing, atemporary restraining order, or a preliminary or permanent injunction shall
be granted without bond. The court may impose a penalty of not more than five thousand dollars for
each day of violation of atemporary restraining order or preliminary or permanent injunction issued
under this section.
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
