Upon the approval by the mayor of a municipal corporation of the appointment of an agent under

section 1717.06 of the Revised Code, the legislative authority of such municipal corporation shall

pay monthly to such agent, from the general revenue fund of the municipal corporation, such salary

as the legislative authority deems just and reasonable. Upon the approval by the probate judge of a

county of such an appointment, the board of county commissioners of such county shall pay monthly

to such agent, from the general revenue fund of the county, such salary as the board deems just and

reasonable. Such board and such legislative authority may agree upon the amount each is to pay such

agent monthly. The salary to be paid monthly to such agent by the legislative authority of a village

shall be not less than five dollars; by the legislative authority of a city, not less than twenty dollars;

and by the board of county commissioners of a county, not less than twenty-five dollars. Not more

than one such agent in each county shall receive remuneration from the board under this section.
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
