Authenticated copies of wills, executed and proved according to the laws of any state or territory of
the United States, relative to property in this state, may be admitted to record in the probate court of
acounty where apart of that property issituated. The authenticated copies, so recorded, shall be
asvalid aswillsmadein this state.

When such awill, or authenticated copy, is admitted to record, acopy of thewill or of the
authenticated copy, with the copy of the order to record it annexed to that copy, certified by the
probate judge under the seal of the probate court, may be filed and recorded in the office of the
probate judge of any other county where apart of the property is situated, and it shall be as
effectual as the authenticated copy of the will would be if approved and admitted to record by the

court.
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
