Section 2301.20 Recording of actions; preservation of records.

Legidation: House Bill 487 - 129th General Assembly

All civil and criminal actionsin the court of common pleas shall be recorded. The reporter shall take
accurate notes of or electronically record the oral testimony. The notes and electronic records shall
befiled in the office of the official reporter and carefully preserved for either of the following
periods of time:

(A) If the action is not a capital case, the notesand electronic records shall be preserved for the
period of time specified by the court of common pleas, which period of time shall not be longer

than the period of time that the other records of the particular action are required to be kept.

(B) If the action is a capital case, the notes and electronic records shall be preserved for the longer of
ten yearsor until thefinal disposition of the action and exhaustion of all appeals.
