A child support enforcement agency shall file a notice requesting that the county recorder discharge

the lien if one of the following applies:

 

(A)  The lien is satisfied through an action pursuant to section 3123.74 of the Revised Code.

 

(B)  The obligor makes full payment of the arrearage to the office of child support in the department

of job and family services or, pursuant to sections 3125.27 to 3125.30 of the Revised Code, to the

child support enforcement agency that is the basis of the lien.

 

(C)  An appropriate withholding or deduction notice or other appropriate order described in section

3121.03, 3121.04, 3121.05, 3121.06, or 3121.12 of the Revised Code has been issued to collect

current support and any arrearage due under the support order that was in default, and the obligor is

complying with the notice or order.

 

(D)  A new support order has been issued or the support order that was in default has been modified

to collect current support and any arrearage due under the support order that was in default, and the

obligor is complying with the new or modified support order.

 

(E)  The agency releases the lien pursuant to section 3123.76 of the Revised Code.
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
