No person shall, except for the purposes of  sections 3304.11 to 3304.27 of the Revised Code, and in

accordance  with the rules established by the  opportunities for Ohioans with  disabilities agency,

solicit, disclose, receive, make use of,  authorize, knowingly permit, participate in, or acquiesce in

the  use of any list of names or information concerning persons  applying for or receiving any

services from the  agency, which  information is directly or indirectly derived from the records of

the agency or is acquired in the performance of the person's  official duties.
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
