(A) Each application for issuance and renewal of a certificate of registration, for the issuance and

renewal of program authorization, for issuance and renewal of agent's permits, and for any other

service specified by the state board of  career colleges and schools shall be accompanied by the

required fee. Fees submitted under this section are not returnable even if approval or renewal is

denied.

 

(B) Fee schedules for the issuance and renewal of certificates of registration, for the issuance and

renewal of program authorization, for issuance and renewal of agent's permits, and for any other

service specified by the board shall be established by rule adopted by the state board. The fee for a

one-year certificate of registration shall be one-half the fee for a two-year certificate.

 

(C) If in any fiscal year the amount received in fees under this section does not equal or exceed fifty

per cent of board expenditures for the fiscal year, the board shall increase fees for the ensuing fiscal

year by an amount estimated to be sufficient to produce revenues equal to fifty per cent of estimated

expenditures for that ensuing fiscal year.
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
