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(A) Asused in this section, "registration information” means information in license plate

applicationson file with the bureau of motor vehicles.

(B) Thedirector of public safety may advertisefor and accept sealed bids for the preparation of
listscontaining registration information in such form as the director authorizes. Where the
expenditure ismore than five hundred dollars, the director shall give notice to biddersas
provided in section 5513.01 of the Revised Code as for purchases by the department of
transportation. The notice shall include the latest date, as  determined by the director, on which
bids will be accepted and the date, also determined by the director, on which bids will be

opened by the director at the central office of the department of public safety. The contract to
prepare the list shall be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, in accordance
with section 9.312 of the Revised Code, provided thereis compliance with the specifications.
Such contract shall not extend beyond twenty-four consecutive registration periods as provided in
section 4503.101 of the Revised Code. The successful bidder shall furnish without charge a
complete list to the bureau of motor vehicles, and shall also furnish without charge to the county
sheriffsor chiefs of policein cities, at suchtimesand insuch manner asthe director determines
necessary, listsof registration information for the county in which they are situated. The
registrar shall provide to the successful bidder all necessary information for the preparation of
such lists.

The registrar, upon application of any person and payment of the proper fee, may search the
records of thebureauand  furnish reports of thoserecords under the signature of the
registrar.

(C) A feeof five dollars shall be charged and collected for each search of the recordsand report

of those records furnished under the signatureand seal of theregistrar. A copy of any such
report is prima-facie evidence of the facts therein stated, inany court.
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Theregistrar shall receive these fees and deposit two dollars of each such feeinto the state
treasury to the credit of the state bureau of motor vehicles fund established in section  4501.25
of the Revised Code. Of the remaining three dollars of each such fee the registrar collects, the
registrar shall deposit sixty cents into the state treasury to the credit  of the traumaand emergency
medical servicesfund established in  section 4513.263 of the Revised Code, sixty centsinto the
state treasury to the credit of the homeland security fund established under section 5502.03 of
the Revised Code, thirty centsinto the state treasury to the credit of the investigations fund
established in section 5502.131 of the Revised Code, one dollar and twenty-five centsinto the
state treasury to the credit of the emergency management agency service and reimbursement
fund established in section 5502.39 of the Revised Code, and twenty-five centsinto the state
treasury to the credit of the justice program services fund established in section 5502.67 of the
Revised Code.
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
